Read this book with 365 devotionals.   A family could read these devotionals 
together, or the child can read them alone. These are thought-provoking devotionals 
and offer great discussion opportunities for parents to have with their kids.   We 
encourage the child to take time to answer the questions and to look up the verses in 
each devotional.  (The child does not need to turn in answers or write the verses.)  
We recommend reading only one entry a day and taking one year or longer to 
accomplish this objective.  But a child could read an entry in the morning and one in 
the evening and complete the book in 6 months.

Information about the Creed   

The Apostle’s Creed is a statement of our Christian beliefs.  It was not written by the 
apostles, but by early Christian leaders.  This creed first appeared in the second 
century in Rome.  Those who were getting baptized declared their faith by repeating 
this creed.  Since that time, Christians all over the world continue to use this creed to 
describe their beliefs.  This creed is recited in many churches.  Also, the word 
“catholic” in this creed means “universal; world-wide”.

• Recite at least 5 at one time, and then the remaining 4 the next time.  
• Recite the reference along with the verses. 

 

Blessed are the poor in spirit, for theirs is the kingdom of heaven. 

Blessed are those who mourn, for they will be comforted. 

Blessed are the meek, for they will inherit the earth. 

Blessed are those who hunger and thirst for righteousness, for they will be filled. 

Blessed are the merciful, for they will be shown mercy. 

Blessed are the pure in heart, for they will see God. 

Blessed are the peacemakers, for they will be called sons of God. 

Blessed are those who are persecuted because of righteousness, for theirs is the 
kingdom of heaven. 

Blessed are you when people insult you, persecute you and falsely say all kinds of evil 
against you because of me.  Rejoice and be glad, because great is your reward 
in heaven, for in the same way they persecuted the prophets who were before 
you. 



The Ten Commandments   Ex. 20:3-17  (RSV) 

 

• Recite all ten commandments at one time.   
• Recite the reference along with the commandments. 
 

1. You shall have no other gods before me. 

2. You shall not make for yourself a graven image. 

3. You shall not take the name of the Lord your God in vain. 

4. Remember the Sabbath day, to keep it holy. 

5. Honor your father and your mother. 

6. You shall not kill. 

7. You shall not commit adultery. 

8. You shall not steal. 

9. You shall not bear false witness against your neighbor.

The Great Commandment    Matt. 22:35-40 (NKJV) 
 

• Recite the reference along with the verses. 
 

Then one of them, a lawyer, asked Him a question, testing Him, and saying, 
“Teacher, which is the great commandment in the law?” 

Jesus said to him, “ ‘You shall love the Lord your God with all your heart, with all your 
soul, and with all your mind.’ 

This is the first and great commandment. 

And the second is like it:  ‘You shall love your neighbor as yourself.’ On these two 
commandments hang all the Law and the Prophets.” 

 



Psalm 63:1-8  (NIV 1984) 

 

O God, you are my God, earnestly I seek you;  

my soul thirsts for you, my body longs for you,  

in a dry and weary land where there is no water. 

I have seen you in the sanctuary  

and beheld your power and your glory.   

Because your love is better than life, my lips will glorify you.   

I will praise you as long as I live,  

and in your name I will lift up my hands.   

My soul will be satisfied as with the richest of foods;  

with singing lips my mouth will praise you. 

On my bed I remember you; I think of you through the watches of the night.  

Because you are my help, I sing in the shadow of your wings.

Psalm 91  (NIV 1984) 
 
• We divided Ps. 91 into 2 parts.  You may recite one part at a time.  
 

Part 1 
He who dwells in the shelter of the Most High 

will rest in the shadow of the Almighty. 

I will say of the Lord, “He is my refuge and my fortress, 

my God, in whom I trust.” 

Surely he will save you from the fowler’s snare and from the deadly pestilence. 

He will cover you with his feathers, 

and under his wings you will find refuge; 

his faithfulness will be your shield and rampart. 

You will not fear the terror of night, nor the arrow that flies by day, 

nor the pestilence that stalks in the darkness, 

nor the plague that destroys at midday. 

A thousand may fall at your side, ten thousand at your right hand, 

but it will not come near you. 

Part 2 
You will only observe with your eyes and see the punishment of the wicked. 

If you make the Most High your dwelling—even the Lord, who is my refuge— 

then no harm will befall you, no disaster will come near your tent. 

For he will command his angels concerning you to guard you in all your ways; 

they will lift you up in their hands, so that you will not strike your foot against a stone. 

You will tread upon the lion and the cobra;   

you will trample the great lion and the serpent. 

“Because he loves me,” says the Lord, “I will rescue him; 

I will protect him, for he acknowledges my name. 

He will call upon me, and I will answer him; 

I will be with him in trouble, I will deliver him and honor him. 

With long life will I satisfy him and show him my salvation.”  



Romans 12  (NIV 2011) 

 
• We divided Rom. 12 into 2 parts. You may recite one part at a time. 
 
Part 1 
Therefore, I urge you, brothers and sisters, in view of God’s mercy, to offer your 
bodies as a living sacrifice, holy and pleasing to God—this is your true and proper 
worship.   2  Do not conform to the pattern of this world, but be transformed by the 
renewing of your mind.  Then you will be able to test and approve what God’s will 
is—his good, pleasing and perfect will.   
 
3  For by the grace given me I say to every one of you:  Do not think of yourself more 
highly than you ought, but rather think of yourself with sober judgment, in accordance 
with the faith God has distributed to each of you.   
 
4 For just as each of us has one body with many members, and these members do 
not all have the same function,  5  so in Christ we, though many, form one body, and 
each member belongs to all the others.  6  We have different gifts, according to the 
grace given to each of us.  If your gift is prophesying, then prophesy in accordance 
with your faith;  7  if it is serving, then serve;  if it is teaching, then teach;   8  if it is to 
encourage, then give encouragement;  if it is giving, then give generously;  if it is to 
lead, do it diligently; if it is to show mercy, do it cheerfully. 
 
Part 2 
9  Love must be sincere.  Hate what is evil; cling to what is good.  10  Be devoted to 
one another in love.  Honor one another above yourselves.  11  Never be lacking in 
zeal, but keep your spiritual fervor, serving the Lord.   12  Be joyful in hope, patient in 
affliction, faithful in prayer.  13  Share with the Lord’s people who are in need.  
Practice hospitality. 

14  Bless those who persecute you; bless and do not curse.  15  Rejoice with those 
who rejoice;  mourn with those who mourn.   16  Live in harmony with one another.  
Do not be proud, but be willing to associate with people of low position.  Do not be 
conceited. 

17  Do not repay anyone evil for evil.  Be careful to do what is right in the eyes of 
everyone.  18  If it is possible, as far as it depends on you, live at peace with 
everyone.   19  Do not take revenge, my dear friends, but leave room for God’s wrath, 
for it is written:  “It is mine to avenge;  I will repay,”  says the Lord.  20  On the 
contrary:   
 “If your enemy is hungry, feed him; 
 If he is thirsty, give him something to drink. 
 In doing this, you will heap burning coals on his head.”   
21 Do not be overcome by evil, but overcome evil with good. 



Healing Verses 

 

• Recite at least 5 verses at one time.  
• We will say the reference, and you will tell the words of that verse.  You do not 

need to tell translation.  
 

1. Ex. 15:26 NIV   “I am the Lord, who heals you.”    
2. Ex. 23:25 NIV  “Worship the Lord your God, and his blessing will be on your 

food and water.  I will take away sickness from among you.”  
3. Ps. 103:2-3  NIV  “Praise the Lord, O my soul, and forget not all His benefits—

who forgives all your sins and heals all your diseases.”    
4. Ps. 107:20 KJV  “He sent his word, and healed them.”   
5. Prov. 4:20-22 NLT  “My child, pay attention to what I say.  Listen carefully to my 

words.  Don’t lose sight of them.  Let them penetrate deep into your heart,  for 
they bring life to those who find them, and healing to their whole body.”   

6. Prov. 17:22 NIV  “A cheerful heart is good medicine.”   
7. Matt. 8:17 NASB  “He Himself took our infirmities, and carried away our 

diseases.”   
8. Mk. 16:18 NASB  “They will lay hands on the sick, and they will recover.”  
9. James 5:14-15a NIV  “Is any one of you sick?  He should call the elders of the 

church to pray over him and anoint him with oil in the name of the Lord.  And 
the prayer offered in faith will make the sick person well; the Lord will raise him 
up.”

In Christ Verses 

   

• Recite at least 6 verses at a time. 
• Recite the explanation below.  
• Recite the “I am” statement, followed by the reference, and then the verse. 

 
Explanation:   These verses tell us our identity in Christ.  They tell us who we are in 
Christ—now that we have invited Jesus to come live in our heart.  

 
1. I am blessed of God.  Eph. 1:3 NKJV   Blessed be the God and Father of our 

Lord Jesus Christ, who has blessed us with every spiritual blessing in the 
heavenly places in Christ. 

2. I am a child of God.  Gal. 3:26 NKJV  For you are all sons of God through faith 
in Christ Jesus.  

3. I am a conqueror in God.  Rom. 8:37 NIV   In all these things we are more 
than conquerors through him who loved us.  

4. I am forgiven by God.  Eph. 1:7 NIV  In him we have redemption through his 
blood, the forgiveness of sins.  

5. I am loved by God.  Eph. 3:18-19  NIV   I pray that you grasp how wide and 
long and high and deep is the love of Christ, and to know this love that 
surpasses knowledge.   

6. I am a new creation in God.  2 Cor. 5:17 NIV  Therefore, if anyone is in Christ, 
he is a new creation; old things have passed away; behold, all things have 
become new. 

7. I am an overcomer in God.  1 John 4:4  You  are of God, little children, and 
have overcome them: because greater is he that is in you, than he that is in 
the world. 

8. I am provided for by God.  Phil. 4:19  KJV  But my God shall supply all your 
need according to his riches in glory by Christ Jesus. 

9. I am the righteousness of God.  2 Cor. 5:21 NIV  God made him who had no 
sin to be sin for us, so that in him we might become the righteousness of God.  

10. I am strong in God.  Phil. 4:13 NKJV   I can do all things through Christ who 
strengthens me.   

11. I am victorious in God.  2 Cor. 2:14 NKJV   Now thanks be to God who always 
leads us in triumph in Christ.   

12. I am the workmanship of God.  Eph. 2:10 NIV  For we are God’s 
workmanship, created in Christ Jesus to do good works, which God prepared 
in advance for us to do.

1. Ps. 19:14  NIV  “May the words of my mouth and the meditation of my heart be 

pleasing in your sight, O Lord, my Rock and my Redeemer.   
2. Ps. 34:1 NKJV  “I will bless the Lord at all times; His praise shall continually be 

in mouth.” 
3. Ps. 39:1  NIV  “I said, ‘I will watch my ways and keep my tongue from sin; I will 

put a muzzle on my mouth as long as the wicked are in my presence.’ “ 
4. Prov. 11:12 Day by Day Kid’s Bible  “Foolish people say bad things about their 

neighbors.  A wise person keeps quiet.”   
5. Prov. 12:18b  NIV  “The tongue of the wise brings healing.”   
6. Prov. 12:25 NIV  “An anxious heart weighs a man down, but a kind word cheers 

him up.”  
7. Prov. 15:1  NASB  “A gentle answer turns away wrath.  But a harsh word stirs 

up anger.” 
8. Prov. 18:21 NKJV  “Death and life are in the power of the tongue….” 
9. Matt. 12:34  NKJV  “For out of the abundance of the heart the mouth speaks.”  

10. Eph. 4:29 NIV  “Do not let any unwholesome talk come out of your mouths, but 
only what is helpful for building others up according to their needs, that it may 
benefit those who listen.” 

11. Eph. 4:29 Message  “Say only what helps, each word a gift.” 
12. James 1:9  NIV  “Everyone should be quick to listen, slow to speak and slow to

Prepare and Teach a Bible Lesson    

Objective: Learn how to study God’s Word and teach a Bible lesson.  (“Work hard so 
God can approve you.  Be a good worker, one who does not need to be ashamed 
and who correctly explains the word of truth.” 2 Tim. 2:15  NLT) 
 

Please complete this assignment in the order given. 
 

1. Plan a Bible Story to present at a children’s service.  
a. Choose a Bible story you’d like to teach. 
b. Get permission from your teacher to teach this story.  (We will consider 

the age group hearing the story, and if we had already planned to 
present this same story close to the date you were planning to present 
it.)  After getting permission, follow the next steps. 

c. Read the story in at least three different translations or 
paraphrases, such as NIV, NLT, Day by Day Kid’s Bible, NIrV 
Adventure Bible.  Keep a record of the translation or paraphrases you 
read, to include in your report (see 3. below) 

d. Write the story in your own words.  
e. Include in your story: 

§ the setting of the story:  when and where the story takes place 
(such as “in the time of Moses”  and “in the wilderness”, etc.). 

§ where the story is found in the Bible.  (such as Numbers 20). 
§ the “moral” or “lesson” of the story, telling what we can learn from 

this story, and how it affects our lives.   
§ Bring a prop or drawing to illustrate your story. 
§ A verse to go along with the “moral or lesson” of the story.  The 

verse does not have to come from the actual Bible story you 
choose, but can be a verse from any part of the Bible.   

f. Learn the story by heart.  Practice it in front of a parent or sibling.  You 
can use an outline or notes when you tell it, but you may not read the 
story “word-for-word”.   

g. The presentation should be 5 min. or shorter.  
h. Show your story to a teacher.  When you are ready to present your 

story, show the written copy of the story to your teacher.   
i. Your teacher will schedule the date and time for you to present your 

story.

2. Present the Bible Story to the kids.

a. Pray.  Before coming to present the story, pray and ask God to minister 

to the kids as you share God’s Word.   (It is a big responsibility to share 
God’s holy Word, and we do not take this lightly.)   

b. Tell. Tell the story to the kids, including the verse.   
c. Bible Skills.  After telling the story to the kids, have the kids locate the 

story in the Bible.  Also, have the kids locate the verse you presented.   
3. Write a report.  Within one week after you present the story, write a report 

about your experience preparing and presenting the Bible story.   Include the 
following; 
a. The names of the three translations or paraphrases you studied in 

preparing the lesson.   
b. What parts of this assignment did you enjoy?  
c. Which parts of this assignment were difficult, or easy?   
d. How did you rely on God during the preparation and presentation of the 

lesson?     
e. What did you learn through this experience?
